Braasch, from Portla nd, create s docume nta ry pic tu res about natur e, our  envir onme nt,
biodiversit y and  the  effects  of global warm ing. The ta lk  is free and open to  the  pu blic .

His presenta tio n for th e Portla nd Photo gr aphe rs' Forum  will review his  wo rk in Oregon
tr acking spotte d owls , days (a nd nigh ts ) spent high in a tr opical forest tr ee canopy,
and his recent clima te  change and oil spill adventur es.

Gary is an experienced and in te rnatio nally  publis hed assignm ent pho to grapher. He
pho to graphs for m ajo r m agazin es around the  wo rld , inc luding Natio nal Geogr aph ic,
Life, BBC Wildlif e, GEO, Smith sonian and Time . His book, Earth  Under Fir e: How Global
Warm ing is Changing  the  World, was lauded by forme r U.S. Vice-Pr eside nt Al Gore as
"e ssentia l reading for every citiz en."

Gary's exhib it of giant pr in ts  and edu catio na l ima ges, "Clima te  Change in  Our  World ,"



prem iered at th e Am erican Associatio n for th e Advanceme nt of Science, Washingto n
DC, in  Novemb er 2009, and his ph oto gr aph s have been publis hed as Unite d Natio ns
posta ge sta mp s. He is a foundin g Fello w of the  I nte rna tio na l League  of Conservatio n
Photo graphers and an Ansel Adam s Award winn er.

Most recently  Gary pho to graphed for his  clim ate  proje ct, World View of Global
Warm ing, in  some  of th e wo rld' s sm alle st countr ies, the  island na tio ns of Tuvalu and
Kir ibati, wh ere he liv ed under a tha tched roof and watched high tide s flooding villa ges.
These have become  some  of his mo st iconic  im ages of people at r isk from clim ate
change. He also spent a mo nth  covering the  2010 Gulf  of Mexico Britis h Petr oleum oil
disaste r from  th e Mississipp i River Delta  to  Flor ida . His wo rk illus tr ate d a Vanit y Fair
artic le by fam ed envir onm enta l reporte r Alex Shoum ato ff.
